An agency wishing to adopt, amend. or repeal regulations must first publish in the Maryland Regi8ter a notice of proposed action, a
statement of purpose. an estimate of economic impact, a notice giving the public an opportunity to comment on the propoe&!. and the
text of the propoeed regulatiooa. The opportunity for public comment muat be held open for at leut 30 daYB after the propoeal is
publiahed in the Maryland Register.

Following publication of the propoeal in the Regi8ter. 45 days muat paaa before the agency may take 6na1 action on the propoe&!.
When 6na1 action is taken. the agency must publiah a notice in the Maryland Relister. Final action takes effect 10 days after the
notice ia published. unl888 the apncy lpecifieI a later date.
