· The council asked for clarification on the number of housing vouchers/units that are available.
· Housing is being made available through grant money and housing vouchers from the Housing Authority 
· There are approx. 150+ units right now with plans on creating more in the near future.  
· The tracking system that will house this list will be separate from the LTSS tracking system in development.
· Lorraine reviewed the possible prioritization of the waiver registry. 
· Everyone on waiver registry would be screened using an InterRAI phone screen for risk of institutionalization and then registry would be prioritized using this information.
· This phone screen can also be used to see if consumer would qualify for any other services, not just CFC 
· InterRAI phone screen and assessment documents will be sent to the council review 
· The Council would like to continue conversation of personal assistance hours available under CFC
· Waiver must meet cost neutrality
· CFC will need to restrictions (like caps on personal assistance hours) due to cost constraints – we cannot spend more than 6% enhanced match 	
· Rate floor - flexibility to set own rates
· Shared attendant care and per diem rates were discussed
· Flexibility needed for emergencies
· Caregiver Respite
· Training providers might necessitate multiple salaries at once
· The council would like more discussion on the Provider Registry and Quality. 
· Build mechanism in conjunction with ISAS in the future?
· Reportable Event/Corrective Action Plan
· Who is entitled to what training?
· Provide guidance for those who are/are not self-directing
· Fiscal intermediary is to do taxes, workers comp, etc., participant is the employer
